Narrative CV template and guidance

This is a flexible template based on the Resume for Research and Innovation (R4RI) to allow you to showcase relevant skills and experience.  

You should write the content as an evidenced narrative, including both qualitative and quantitative evidence. 
Avoid using lists where possible. Instead of a list of publications and journal impact factor; explain the content and how it has made a contribution to the research field and beyond.  Be reflective and think about the broader impact of your work.
Please do not exceed 3 pages. You must not attach a separate publications list. 
This template is a guide only.  Here is an example of a narrative CV.
Please note that the panel will review the CVs anonymously so some information will be redacted.  Please ensure that you keep the non-redacted sections as anonymous as possible by avoiding using words, names, locations etc that may identify you.

Give examples of HOW your expertise had a positive impact on individuals, teams, organisation or strategy in and outside your institute for example project management, supervision, mentoring or line management contributions to the success of a team or advancement of colleagues, involvement in collaborations/networks


Contributions to the wider research and innovation community 

Give examples of activities you have engaged in to progress the research community for example refereeing/reviewing, boards and panels, appointments to positions of responsibility such as committee membership and corporate roles within your department, institution or organisation, community recognition


Contributions to broader research/innovation-users and audiences and towards wider societal benefit

Exploitation of research: Give examples of HOW societal engagement and knowledge exchange has had an impact on different fields/disciplines/international collaborations, policy, partnerships, patents applications, spin out companies, public engagement and outreach, involving patients in processes and clinical trials
